Resource Consent
Pursuant to the Resource Management Act 1991, the Bay of Plenty Regional Council, by a decision dated 17 November 2009, Hereby Grants to:


OPOTIKI DISTRICT COUNCIL
A resource consent 
(a) Under section 12(1)(c) of the Resource Management Act 1991 and Rule 14.2.4(b) of the Bay of Plenty Regional Coastal Environment Plan to undertake a discretionary activity being to  disturb foreshore and seabed associated with construction and maintenance of an erosion protection structure; and
(b) Under section 9 of the Resource Management Act 1991 and Rule 1C of the Bay of Plenty Regional Water and Land Plan to undertake a discretionary activity being to undertake earthworks in the coastal margin; 
subject to the following conditions:

1 Purpose of this Resource Consent
To undertake disturbance of the foreshore and seabed associated with construction of an erosion protection structure (located landward of mean high water springs) and to undertake earthworks in the coastal margin associated with construction of an erosion protection structure and installation of an effluent tank.
2 Location

North of the Ohiwa Boat Ramp, opposite 189 Ohiwa Loop Road, Ohiwa Harbour as shown on BOPRC Plan Number RC 65904/1.
3 Map Reference

At or about map reference NZMS 260 W15:7384-4638
4 Legal Description

Coastal marine area and road reserve. 
5 Notifying the Regional Council of Works

5.1 Not less than five working days prior to the start of construction works under this consent, the consent holder shall, in writing, request a site meeting between the principal contractor and the Chief Executive of the Regional Council or delegate. Notification at this time shall include details of who is responsible for on-site management and compliance with consent conditions (see Advice Note 4).

5.2 Within five working days of the completion of construction works under this consent, the permit holder shall, in writing, notify the Chief Executive of the Regional Council or delegate.

6 Site Management

6.1 All construction and earthworks shall be carried out in general accordance with the application received by the Bay of Plenty Regional Council on 19 October 2009.

6.2 All works under this consent shall be undertaken during daylight hours and shall not be undertaken on weekends or public holidays (see Advice Note 3).
6.3 The works associated with this permit shall be carried out under the supervision of a Chartered Professional Engineer.
6.4 Construction works shall be completed within four weeks following commencement.
6.5 Disturbance of the foreshore and seabed associated with construction and maintenance works authorised by this consent shall be minimised. This includes, but is not limited to, the following measures:
a) Minimising machinery movements on the foreshore to the minimum necessary to achieve the purpose of this consent;

b) Undertaking vehicle movements in the dry (above sea level at the time of vehicle movement;

c) Locating machinery on land (rather than on the foreshore/seabed) wherever possible; and

d) Completing the works as quickly as practicable, and at least within the timeframe specified in condition 6.4 of this consent.

6.6 No refuelling activities or fuel storage shall be carried out within the coastal marine area, on the foreshore or within 20 metres above mean high water springs. The consent holder shall employ methods to avoid or minimise any fuel spillage, including the provision of appropriate security and containment measures, where necessary.
6.7 Machinery and vehicles used to undertake the works shall be clean and well-maintained. In particular: 

· Machinery and vehicles should be cleaned to remove surface hydrocarbons, seeds and other contaminants before entering site;

· Hydraulic hoses shall be inspected and replaced when necessary to avoid failure whilst working in the coastal marine area; 

· Machines to be used in the coastal marine area shall be fitted with sealed bearings and grease caps for moving parts; and

· All machinery is to be regularly maintained (including hydraulic hoses) in such a manner so as to minimise the potential for leakage of contaminants.
6.8 The consent holder shall ensure that only cleanfill is deposited on site.  For the purposes of this consent, cleanfill includes materials such as clay, soil, rock and such other materials as concrete, brick or demolition products

6.9 Any works under this consent are only to proceed upon receipt of a fine weather METSERVICE long-term weather forecast.

6.10 The consent holder shall, as far as practicable, reinstate the foreshore to its original contour at the completion of works.

6.11 The consent holder shall ensure that all exposed areas of earth resulting from works associated with this consent are effectively stabilised against erosion by vegetative cover or other methods as soon as practicable following the completion of works, and at least within three months.

6.12 All plant, machinery, equipment, construction material and debris associated with the activities authorised by this consent shall be removed from the foreshore and coastal marine area within one working day of the completion of construction.
7 Resource Management Charges

The permit holder shall pay the Bay of Plenty Regional Council such administrative charges as are fixed from time to time by the Regional Council in accordance with section 36 of the Resource Management Act 1991.

8 Term of Permit

This permit shall expire on 30 November 2044.
9 The Coastal Permit hereby authorised is granted under the Resource Management Act 1991 and does not constitute an authority under any other Act, Regulation or Bylaw.

Advice Notes
1 This consent does not authorise the holder to modify or disturb any archaeological or historic sites or deposits within the area affected by this consent. Should any artefacts, bones, shell midden or any other sites of archaeological or cultural significance be discovered within the area affected by this operation, written authorisation should be obtained from the Historic Places Trust before any further damage, modification or destruction is undertaken.

2 This activity may require authorisation under the Building Act 1991.

3 Permitted activity levels for noise emitted by activities in the coastal marine area are contained in Rules 20(2)(4)(a) and (b) of the Bay of Plenty Regional Coastal Environment Plan.

4 Notification under conditions 5.1 and 5.2 of this permit should be made in writing to the Manager Pollution Prevention, Environment Bay of Plenty, Box 364 or fax 0800 368 329 or e-mail notify@envbop.govt.nz and should include the permit number 65904.

5 The consent holder is responsible for ensuring that all contractors carrying out works under this permit are made aware of the relevant consent conditions, plans and associated documents.

6 The consent holder is advised that non-compliance with permit conditions may result in enforcement action against the permit holder and/or their contractors.
